Circuit Labyrinth. The 

Labyrinth shall be built 

around the óBroken Linkô sculpture by Tony Imatto. It is to be located on the leading south west corner of 

the upper plateau of AVG. Board member Ivy Bodin has generously agreed to donate $1000 to purchase 

the plants that will be installed in and around the Labyrinth. 

What is a Labyrinth?  

A labyrinth is a single path or unicursal tool for personal, psychological and spiritual transformation. 

Labyrinths are thought to enhance right brain activity. The Classical Five Circuit Labyrinth in this example 

shows that you enter a labyrinth through the mouth and then walk on the paths or circuits. The walls keep 

you on the path. The goal is in the center of the labyrinth. When you reach it, you have gone half the 

distance ï you now need to turn around and walk back out. Bryan Morse 

Whatôs New with Art in the Garden? 

This continues to be an incredible year for Art 

in the Garden. In the beginning of June we 

installed Benjamin Lavenderôs óKite of 

Paradiseô sculpture. 

Coming up; pending final approval from the 

Public Arts Commission, Charles Bronsonôs 

óBorn to Runô horse sculpture will be installed.  

Ralph Evans of Bamboo Headquarters 

and Botanical Partners in Vista has 

generously donated a variety of timber 

bamboos to Alta Vista Gardens. This 

donation launches the Garden's 

collection of tropical bamboo. 

Included were some of the largest 

growing types on the planet such as  

three varieties of Dendrocalamus and 

two varieties of Gigantochloa. Some 

of these have the potential of growing 

to 40'-50' tall. Also donated was a very 

rare Strelitzia juncea, two small 

cycads, a Chusquea mimosa australis, various other bamboos including a Phyllostachys vivax 'Aureocaulis' 

which will eventually expand to create a bamboo forest.  

Ralph delivered the plants, helped locate them on the site and provided his employees labor to help install 

them. 

The Board would like to thank Ralph Evans for his extremely generous donation.  

Casa de Arte Recycled Art for Children Program has become a 

permanent part of the Childrenôs Garden ongoing curriculum. As 

soon as the program can be launched, classes will be offered weekly 

and eventually up to three times a week.

ñLionôs Tailò (Leonotis leonurus)  is 

notable for its bright orange and 

fuzzy tubular flowers that appear in 

tiers that open progressively up the 

stems.  This whimsical evergreen 

shrub is blooming now and will 

continue through fall. A South 

African native, it can reach 4ô to 6ô 

high and wide but oddly enough is a 

member of the Labitae (Mint) family 

as evidenced by its square 

stems.  You can expect to see a lot 

more of this plant around the garden 

as it is low water tolerant, attractive 

to hummingbirds and beloved by kids 

from age 1 to100!
